Conditions for Bacterial Growth

»» Respiration - anaerobes/aerobes/either
»» Food - organic matter for metabolism

» Temperature - can multiply within a range of
5°c - 63°c (danger zone)

» Time - bacteria can double in numbers every
15-20

» mins (After 5 hours 1 multiplies to over
imillion)

» Moisture

»» Removal of one of these conditions means
that bacteria cannot multipl




BUGS

Good vs Bad

Colonisation: The presence of
bacteria with no host reaction

Infection: Multiplication of
bacteria that adversely affects
the host
